Masks are highly recommended and a supply must be available in case any of the
children or staff/volunteers prefer to wear one

Test kits should be available for the children and staff if there is a concern of symptoms

If one of the children or the staff who have tested positive has been in contact within
the 48 hour exposure period you must notify the community that there has been ex-
posure.

If staff tests positive, whether they are vaccinated or not they should stay home and
they can only return when they do not have a fever and have gone without need
for fever reducing medication for 24 hours.

The location should have their guidelines/protocols available if families request your
safety precautions

If it is a paid staff member tests positive, has been exposed to someone and is display-
ing symptoms, or has to care for their child or a qualified family member , paid sup-
plemental leave is available currently through September 30 th. The employee
would contact Janice for the prerequisites, to request the form and the process.

Continue to enforce the handwashing protocol.
Teachers are no longer required to test weekly if they are unvaccinated.

Testing is recommended for all who are displaying COVID -19 symptoms or have been
exposed to an individual who has tested positive.
